Using a variety of maps (inc. online google maps etc), the children locate the key cities of the Olympics history.


The children also find flags of different countries and play pairs.





Art, Design & Technology








After examining the London Olympic logo and discussing its effectiveness, the children design their own 2012 logo.


The children design a new sports flag for the Year 6 sports events.


The children will research a number of new sports arenas and comment upon what they like / dislike.


Using the research, the children (in groups) design and realise a 3d model of a stadium using card and straw.

In support of the history element of the topic, the children use the internet to research locations and history of the games, identifying key pieces of information (previously discussed in lesson)
