TO THE PARENTS OF CHILDREN IN KEY STAGE 2

Dear Parents

As part of the School Travel Plan, one of our school’s aims is to encourage cycling to school as an alternative to the car to save energy, minimize air pollution, and increase pupil fitness.  Therefore the school has purchased a cycle storage unit to enable the children in Key Stage 2 to cycle to school.

The storage unit holds 20 bikes and 9 scooters, consequently only a limited number of spaces are available. The number of responses we receive will determine the organization of how the pupils bring their bikes to school.

We are concerned with the safety of the children cycling to school and therefore have put in place steps to support their own well-being and that of others.

The children must:-

· have a bike in road worthy condition,

· wear a helmet when riding his/her bike,

· wear suitable reflective clothing,

· dismount before entering the school grounds.

· lock his/her bike securely in the approved cycle parking area (lock to be provided by parent).

The external door of the bike shed will be securely locked at 9.00 am and opened at 3.15 pm.

Once we have collected all parental consent forms, your child will receive a cycle permit similar to a driving licence.  If your child does not adhere to the conditions on the permit and/or does not demonstrate appropriate cycling behaviour, the school reserves the right to revoke the permit.

If you would like your children to take up this opportunity, please read, sign (both parent and pupil signatures required) and return the attached Cycle User Licence to Mrs Lawson or Mr Campbell by Friday, 1st 2009.
